The Terrors looked
as good as the pros as they collected 13 hits and six runs to
lead 6-3 going into the last inning. The Bees tagged Johnson
for 5 hits and a base on balls to 111.::~.h across the winning run.

In the following game State met and defeated Wake l-orest
4-3 behind Curt Ramsey's masterful pitching. This was to be
the hrst of a series of four defeats to the Black and Gold of
Wake Forest at the hands of the Red Terrors.

The State College Red Terrors dropped their first loss of the
regular season to the Duke Blue Devils. The final score was
11-0. Lefty Lee Griffeth, Duke's ace moundsman, held the
Techs to four hits, while the Dukes collected 13 safe blows from

Understudy to Kelly in the breaststroke races was Bill Ritchie.

Divers of no mean ability were State’s two Freshman—Harry
Cramer and Tinker Heyward, One of the two took first place
in each of State’s dual meets. Under the tutoring of Casey,
each improved greatly during the season.

In the Annual Seuthern Conference swimming meet, State
collected 47 points and finished in second place behind Caro
lina's Blue Dolphins. The Dolphins has 21 swimmers entered
in the two-dav event, compared to 10 of Casey’s mermen.

Bill Kelly was the individual high scorer, with 14 points. He
won the 200 meter Freestyle, the 100-meter freestyle, and placed
fourth in the 200-meter breaststroke. Ward captured the 50
vard freestyle for State’s other first place. Carolina’s strong
diving department was a great aid in its victory.

In one vear at State, Casey produced a tank outfit—unde-
feated in dual meets—that succeeded in setting five new records
for 25-yvard pools in the Southern Conference and has attained
national prominence in the realm of tank teams.
