Thirty Chapel Hill students
carrying signs showed last
Thursday to greet Madame Nhu.
Approximately 30 members of

the Chapel Hill chapter of the
Student Peace Union appeared
at the airport and the Student
Union for Madame Nhu's en-
gagement here. According to
John Dunne, Chairman of the
group, the students were pro-
testing United States aid to
Vietnam.
